Assignments:

Assignments are posted on the board each day for the students.  It is their responsibility to take home any assignment not finished in class that day.  Assignment sheets should be signed.  They can earn points to get a “Free Homework” pass if they hand them in signed by a parent/guardian.

Take Home Folder and Cubby Folder:

Take Home Folder will be used for homework and assignment sheet.  Cubby Folder will be used for parent notes and corrected homework.  Please check your child’s 2 folders EACH DAY to make sure they have given you any notes they have received and to make sure they have done their homework. Please place any homework finished at home back in the Take Home folder to be taken back to school the following school day.  The Cubby Folder will also need to be returned the following day.  This folder should be empty.

Corrections:
If your child receives one or more questions wrong on an assignment, they will be required to make corrections on that assignment to receive credit.  Once they have made the appropriate corrections, it will be marked with an “OK” at the top of the paper.

Sign and Return: 

Papers stamped with “Parent Signature” are expected to make it home and back to me so that I know they have been gone over.  These include vocabulary words, spelling lists, and test reviews.  I collect these each Friday for a reward if signed. 

Spelling – There is a new list of spelling words each week in which we will have a trial test every Wednesday and a final test on Friday.  If your child gets 100% on Wednesday, they are exempt from Friday’s test.  

Vocabulary – There will be a new list of reading vocabulary words to go over each week.  They will be handed out each Monday and asked to be gone over at home, signed, and then returned.

Books – AR Points:
This year your child will be reading books to earn AR (accelerated reader) points. Students will need to choose a book within their Zone of Proximal Development (ZPD).  This is a range that shows their approximate grade level for reading achievement.  We will take a STAR Reading test this week to find this range.  Then they will take an AR test at school to earn points.

Book Orders:
Please make the checks out to me (Rae Hosford) and I will write one big check to the company.  I think this will be the easiest way to handle book orders.  Cash is fine as well. 
Cursive Writing:
We are learning cursive handwriting this year! We will not do any assignments in cursive until we have learned all the lower and upper-case letters.
All About Me:
Every two weeks a child will be featured on the bulletin board. They can bring in pictures, drawings, etc. We will be researching on the internet to find most of the information. 

Class Dojo:

For classroom management, I will be having an online point system called class dojo where the students earn and lose points depending on their behavior.  

Show-N-Tell:

Show-n-tell can be earned through their dojo points that they receive during the school day.

Need Supplies:
Throughout the year I might need your help with supplies or other items for projects done in class.  I will be sending a note home with your child to let you know what supplies I might need your help with. 

Snack/Milk:
Each day we have snack/milk break. The school will provide a snack Monday-Thursday.  On Friday, they can bring a healthy snack from home that fits in a small sandwich size Ziploc bag.  They also have the option to receive a milk if they have purchased a milk ticket for $7.00.

Water Bottles:
Water bottles will be allowed to be kept in their locker, but not in the classroom.  They will have to be responsible to fill them up in the morning or at recess time.

Birthdays:
Please let me know if your child wishes to bring treats for his/her birthday.  We will celebrate summer birthdays on their half birthday.
